BEIRUT EXPLOSION CAUSE MAY BE SOLVED

Although the investigation is ongoing, government officials initially believe that welding in the
port district inadvertently sparked fireworks that were stored near the welding operation, which
in turn, set off a massive cache (~2,750 tons) of ammonium nitrate that had been stored for
years in warehouse 12. Workers were welding a door at warehouse 12 as part of maintenance
activities. A former port worker said, “There were 30 to 40 nylon bags of fireworks inside
warehouse 12”. Based on statements from government officials, it is believed that welding
sparks ignited the nearby bags of fireworks (the first explosion), which subsequently caused the
ammonium nitrate to explode (the second explosion).
